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Signed second Free Prior and Informed Consent (FPIC) Agreement with the Taturu community regarding
the avoidance of important.

Signed third Free Prior and Informed Consent (FPIC) Agreement with the Barbaig community regarding
the avoidance of important.

Secured a 46-acre Certificate of Customary Rights of Occupancy for the Akie Sacred Forest.

Development of detailed profiles of each community including contact details of key stakeholders and
details of additional mitigation measures required during construction. These are shared with
construction contractors.

Design of a social investment programme specifically targeted at these communities’ development
needs.

EACOP is supported by indigenous NGOs that have strong existing relationships with these groups and
help extend EACOP’s engagement using traditional indigenous methods.

After five years of close engagement with these communities, their traditional leaders, elders and key
influencers: good relationships of trust have been established; communities feel respected and this is
confirmed by other stakeholders. EACOP has been supported by local and district government officials
as well as the Ministry of Energy Tanzania.

These communities face many day to day challenges but feel supported by EACOP.
